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Multicoloured Scarf

Size
One Size Fits All

Materials
Georga 100% Wool (100 g per skein)

1 skein of each 4 colours chosen
US 9 (5.5 mm) knitting needles, or size to obtain gauge.
Yarn needle

Skills & Notions Required
Garter stitch (knit every row)
Tapestry needle

Gauge
18 sts on 4” in St st
(Gauge is not very important for this pattern!)

Notes
This is a very easy pattern, suited for beginners as well as more experienced knitters alike, looking
to add some colour to their winter gears!

Gauge is not very important - a larger gauge will give you a wider scarf, and a finer gauge will give
you a narrower one. As long as you’re satisfied with the width, all is good!

When switching colours at the end of a row, simply cut the working colour, leaving about 3-4 tail
for weaving, and join new colour, also leaving a 3-4” tail. You may tie them together with a loose
knot (or two) if you desire - you can easily undo the knot later when weaving, or simply leave it if
you find it doesn’t show much.

The whole scarf is knitted in garter st (knit every row).

Cast-on 25 sts.

Work 26 rows with C1.
Work 12 rows with C2.
Work 16 rows with C3.

Work 6 rows with C4.
Work 9 rows with C3.

Work 4 rows with C1.
Work 4 rows with C4.
Work 4 rows with C1.
Work 4 rows with C4.

Work 18 rows with C2.

Work 2 rows with C3.
Work 4 rows with C2.

Bind off. Weave in all ends. Add fringe if desired, mixing bits of left-over colours together.

Abbreviations:

C1 Colour 1 (shown as yellow)

C2 Colour 2 (shown as dark brown)
C3 Colour 3 (shown as light brown)
C4 Colour 4 (shown as green)

st / sts Stitch(es)
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
